The Aksai Huidong New Energy solar farm, China's largest solar power tower
project, reached a significant milestone by completing its panel field
comprising an impressive 11,960 heliostats.

Who built the world's largest solar park?

Prior to commissioning, Chinese state-owned utility Huanghe Hydropower
Development started operating the world's largest solar park, a 2.2 GW
facility, in October 2020. China Construction Eighth Engineering Division Corp
and Power Construction Corporation of China (PowerChina) carried out the
construction of the Mindong project in stages.
